Competition Guidelines

Artwork accepted mediums:

e Paintings: oil, acrylics, watercolor, etc.

e Drawings: pencil, marker, ink, colored
pencil, pastels, charcoal (Recommend
charcoal and pastel drawings be fixed)

e Collage: must be two dimensional

e Prints: lithographs, silkscreen, block prints

e Mixed Media: use of more than two
mediums

e Computer-generated art

e Photography

Artwork must be two-dimensional.

Each piece can be no larger than 28”x 28”x 4”,

including the frame.

Each entry must be original in concept, design,

and execution. Artwork must be suitable to be

seen by people of all ages.

Judging Criteria

Artwork will be judged based on the judges’
interpretation of how compelling the content
is, the originality, creativity, visual impact, and
scale.

Awards

The first place winner will be encouraged to
travel to Washington DC to attend a reception
for the presentation of the winning artwork
from each congressional district. Each of these
pieces will be displayed in the Capitol for a
year. Awards will be given for 1%, 2™, and 3"
place. Honorable mentions will also be given
to one or more pieces.

Exhibit/Forum and Reception

All of the artwork submitted will be shown in
an exhibit from April 10" until May 25™.

All participants will receive an invitation to
attend a special Forum and Reception held at
CityArts. The Forum and Reception will be held
on Saturday April 20™. On April 26™, during
the monthly Final Friday event, all of the
submitted artwork will be featured at CityArts.
